P136/20	To receive and accept apologies for absence
None.

P137/20	To receive declarations of interests and requests for dispensation relating to any item on the agenda
Cllrs Verdon and Coleman declared a non-pecuniary interest in application 149/20 and Cllr McFarlane declared a pecuniary interest in tree application 20/38/CA.  It was agreed that Cllr Stewart would chair application 149/20.

P138/20	Chair’s announcements
None.

P139/20	Presentation by Kember Loudon Williams on proposals for Dunley’s Hill site
Mr Black presented two outline options for 43 housing units at Dunley’s Hill on Neighbourhood Plan (NP) Policy site 2v.  Mr Black explained that, since his previous representation to the Council in 2019, the developer had since worked with the owner of the adjacent land to the north of the site which was designated as public open space (POS) in NP Policy 14.  The developer hoped to find a solution through a land deal to develop the entire site which included 43 housing units on NP Policy site 2v and public open space.  The developer presented a constraints map for the two options which were both for 43 units on 1.3 hectares of land.

The developer expressed an interest in working with OPC to develop plans for the 3.18 hectares of POS to create an attractive solution which enhanced the entire site and promoted biodiversity.  It was hoped the POS would be offered to OPC through a S106 agreement which included a 3-5 years management fund.  The developer re-iterated they had not control over the POS land and were seeking a land agreement.

Mr Jones stated there had been a lengthy process with NP Policy 14 land owners before reaching this position. 



Questions:

· The housing mix was in accordance with the Hart’s Local Plan.  The proposals included mainly 1, 2 or 3 beds with occasional 4 beds.
· Affordable housing numbers would be in line with Hart’s Local Plan.
· Would it be possible to consider an alternative pedestrian/cycle route to the east of the development to take pedestrians away from the busy Dunley’s Hill traffic? – Mr Black confirmed this could be considered.
· Would it be possible to consider parking spaces for POS users? – Mr Black confirmed this could be considered but proposals would need to also consider surface treatment and lighting.
· The potential loss of biodiversity arising from proposed new playing fields at Robert Mays School to the west of the NP site 2v was noted.
· The density of housing numbers was estimated to be 33-34 per hectare.
· Plans should look at development on adjacent sites, eg Crumplins Yard and consider the entire area for placemaking which
· Considered the impact from the development
· Acknowledged the importance of good on site design.
· The history of POS land was discussed, explaining that the land was designated as the local gap in the NP and the original land owner was in agreement.  Mr Black responded that the land had since been sold on and the Strategic Gap policy was now removed at a national level, although it was still included in the NP.

The Chair thanked the developers for attending the meeting and the Clerk confirmed she would seek advice on how to best work with the developer to secure the best use of the site.  This would first be discussed at Strategy Working Group meeting on 11th January.

Should this application be granted, OPC requests they are replaced with native trees approved by the Hart DC Tree Officer.

	Description: Fell to ground level the Fig that is growing on the wall next to the Pool House.  Fell to ground level the Bay that is growing in the Corner near the Pool.  The aim is to repaint this area with smaller trees with year round interest.

	OPC Comments:  OPC objects to felling the Bay tree due to the visual impact from Close Walk.  OPC has no objection to felling the Fig tree.


	Tree decisions as listed on the Planning List were noted.

P147/20	Planning correspondence
· An email had been received from a resident relating to planning application 20/02660/HOU, Orchard Cottage, Broad Oak. The resident referred to OPC’s decision on a different application asking Hart DC to “ensure that they are happy that the appearance is within the context of the surrounding properties and the Conservation Area".  The resident asked for the same test to be applied to application had been received from a resident relating to planning application 20/02660/HOU.  The Chair confirmed this correspondence had been forwarded to Planning Committee members prior to the meeting.
· An email had been received relating to planning application 20/02219/FUL for 17 houses on land between the Hook Road and Basingstoke Canal.  The correspondence included a report from the Basingstoke Canal Authority which raises concerns the development could affect the structural integrity of the bank and the drainage proposals were not an adequate solution.
· A letter had been received by MP Jayawardena in response to OPC’s submission to the Government’s consultation on future planning reports.
